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 A blade depth gage is available as an accessory for the US01-7000 stripping tool. This depth 
gage provides positive blade depth control. It can be used for all stripping functions. It is particularly 
useful when mid-span stripping while making a blind cut.  
 To install, turn the brass blade depth screw fully counter clockwise exposing the button head 
screw (Fig.1). Remove the screw with a 5/64” allen wrench provided. Assemble the depth gage and 
secure it snug with a 1/8” allen wrench (Fig.2). 
 When a blade depth has been dialed in for stripping a cable, the knurled stop is rotated clockwise 
against the top of the adjusting knob to act as a depth control. Refer to US01-7000 tool instruction for 
detailed blade setting procedure.                           
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
